Full Paper Submission Instructions
1. Papers must be no longer than 16 pages including references and figures (diagrams, images, tables etc). 
The work must follow the layout, available on the Internet (online) and be typed on white paper with its respective headings and footers. 
  

2. The only format allowed for written paper and presentation is Word for Windows (IBM-PC compatible).
  

3. Formats:
The written paper should not exceed one A4 page (210 x 297 mm), based on the ABNT standards, specifications. Use margin of 20mm on all four sides of each page.
  

4. Type font and size:
Arial is the required font and print size should be 12 pitch except for the title and subtitle. All text is single spaced. The established formatting requirements must be followed.
  

5. Images:
Figures and images should be inserted into the body of a WORD document. Figures must be in JPG or GIF                            format only. It is recommended the use of an image edition program. IBRACON is not responsible for any image   which is not in accordance with the instructions.
PS:
The use of a picture-editing tool from Word for Windows to create figures may not guarantee quality of images for printing. Images imported from AutoCAD into a Word document generally have the same problem. Figures should not float in the middle of the text as well.
  

6. The first page must have a maximum length of 500 words and must contain the title of paper in capital letters, the authors’ names, middle and surnames (do not use abbreviations), the name of the institutions/companies in which the respective authors are employed, the keywords and the abstract, according to the available paper sample.

The title of paper, the abstract and the keywords must be both in English and Portuguese. 
  

7. IBRACON reserves the right to refuse any paper which does not follow the established formatting requirements.
  

8. It will be only considered the original, unpublished paper which was not being used in another similar forum. Compilation, transcriptions, translations won’t be accepted, neither promotional companies, products and trade marks as well.
  

9. Accepted Papers of the 50th Brazilian Concrete Congress will be published from the files sent by the respective authors who are responsible for the content and presentation. 
Information such as authors’ names, title, abstract and keywords registered on the 50th Brazilian Concrete Congress web site must be updated for the final version to be reproduced in advance on a CD-ROM. The authors are responsible for the updating.
  

10. All authors must read and agree to the conditions and rules outlined in the statement, as soon as they send their Full Papers. They assumed that IBRACON has obtained permission to use any copyrighted or published material, and the material could make part of the IBRACON´s Technical Collection.
  

11. Relevant requirements for written papers: 

· Names of the authors. Name of the institutions/companies in which the respective authors are employed. Address, email, telephone number and fax of the author responsible for correspondence. Keywords.  

· Only papers formatted according to the present instructions will be accepted. 

· Submission of the Copyright Statement signed by all authors. 
  

12. All authors must read and agree to the conditions and rules outlined in the statement, as soon as they send their Full Papers. They assumed that IBRACON has obtained permission to use any copyrighted or published material, and the material could make part of the IBRACON´s Technical Collection. Articles cannot be published until the Copyright Statement form has been signed by all authors and sent to IBRACON.
  

13. O Deadline for Full Paper submission is April 30th, 2008.
  

14. Before you submit your Full Paper, please do first verify if it’s a virus-free file (http://www.grisoft.com/us/us_dwnl_free.php). You can also use your antivirus program.
